3. Beverages

Case of bottled water (or equivalent)

Assorted soft drinks

Coffee (if available)

(If applicable / optional)

6-12 beers or drink tickets

4. Supplies

4-6 clean towels

Trash can in dressing room

Basic cleanliness (room wiped down prior to arrival)

5. Buy-Out Option (if needed)
